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FOREWORD 

"FUNDAMENTAL BYELORUSSIAN", the first textbook of its kind, is intended 
not only to provide the student with information on the fundamentals of Byelorussian 
grammar and to develop his or her skill in reading and writing, as well as his or her 
fluency in oral self-expression and aural comprehen~ion, bt1t also to assist those interested 
in teaching, research, or advanced st,1dy of Byelon,ssian. For this purpose grammatir..al 
terminology and the formulation of rules ic:; presented in both English and Byelon1ssian. 

ORGANIZATION OF MATERIAL 
Book 2, the final part of "FlJNDAMENTAL BYELORUSSIAN", is a continuation 

of Book 1. It contains units 19 - 29 and is divided into two sections: Section IV and 
Section V. 

Each unit has the same structure as those in Book 1, i.e.: 

1. A story for reading supplemented by a vocabulary. 
2. A section on grammar consisting of: 

a) rules of pronunciation and spelling which are indic..ated by the Byelorussian letter 
"<I>" in the text, and 

b) rules of inflection a.nd word-formation. 
3. Exercises for written and oral work. 

ORGANIZATION OF THE APPENDIX 

Following the text there ts a comprehensive appendix which contains: 
1) grammatical tables summarizing the declensions of nouns, adjectives, and pro­

nouns, as well as the conjugations of verbs, and tables of numerals; anrl 
2) Byelorussian-English and English-Byelorussian vocabularies covering new words 

which have been used in Book 2, as well as some of those found in Book 1 but 
not included in its vocabulary. 

The Byelorussian-English vocabularies of both books provide usef11l grammatical ref­
erences, such as the gender and genitive ending of all nouns, the preRent tense and 
perfective future forms of verbs, and others. 

The altthor wishes to expreRs once more her deepest appreciation to all those who with 
their encot1ragement, and financial and academic assistance made possible the appearance 
of this textbook. Particular thanks are due to the editor of the book prof. Anthony Ada­
movich, to Dr. Vincent Zuk-Hryskievic, Dr. Vitaut Tumash, Dr. Raisa Zl1k-Hryskievic, 
and Mr. U. Rusak for thP-ir special contributions.

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SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION ABOUT BYELORUSSIA 

The area of the Byelorussian Soviet Socialist Republic ( BSSR) which encompasses 
approximate!)' three-fifths of Byelorussian ethnographic territories is 207,600 sq. km. 
(80.134 sq. miles). 

The Republic is divided into six administrative districts or voblasc: Bierascie (Brest), 
Horadna (Grodno), Viciebsk (Vitebsk), Mahileu (Mogilev), Homiel (Gomel), and Miensk 
(11insk) in which the capital city of Miensk is located. 

Population 

The population of the B:yelorussian SSR as of January, 1977 was 9,451,000. The com­
position of the population by nationality ( based on the census of 1970) is as follows: 
B)relorussians. 81', : Russians, 10.4°'o; Poles, 4.3r-o; Ukrainians, 2.1 <1-; Jews, l.6o/c; and 
others. 0.6rr. 

As of January. 1977, there were 10 cities in Byelorussian SSR with a population of 
100,000 or more: Miensk, 1,261,000; Homiel, 373,000; Viciebsk, 293,000; Mahileu, 282,000; 
Babrujsk, 201,000; Horadna, 192,000; Bierascie, 174,000; Baranavichy, 131,000; Vorsha 
(Orsha), 116,000; and Barysau, 108,000. 

There are 30 Post-Secondary Education al Institutions in the republic including two 
universities located in the cities of Miensk and Homiel, and a third one currently being 
established in Horadna. 

Natural resources 

The country is rich in water resources as there are roughly 10,800 lakes found in 
Byelorussia. The largest of them is Narach, with surface area of 79.6 sq. km. 

The main rivers of Byelorussia are: the Dniapro (Dnieper), Prypiac (Pripet), Nio­
man (Nemen), and the Dzvina (Western Dvina). In all there are approximately 20,800 
rivers with a total length of over 90,600 km., of which about 4,000 km. are navigable. 

Another valuable natural resource of Byelorussia are the 7 million hectares of forest. 

Mineral resources 

In the period between 1965 and 1975, Soviet Byelorussia became the major producer 
of potash salt and potash fertilizer in the Soviet Union. The surveyed potash salt deposits 
amount to about 40 billion tons.

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GUIDE TO THE USE OF THE VOCABULARIES 

1. The vocabularies in "Book 2" are designed to complement those of "Book I". They 
include all new words used in "Book 2" and some from "Book 1'', which were not in­
cluded in its vocabularies. Thus, when looking for meanings of words, the vocabularies 
of both books should be consulted. 

Byelorussian-English vocabularies should also be consulted whenever there is any 
doubt about stress, gender, the declension of nouns (the genitive endings are given for 
all nouns), or any verb forms. 

2. As has already been stated in "Book 1", in words containir1g the ·vowels "o", i.3" or "e" 
(excepting those of foreign origin) the stress is not marked. It is indicated by the vowels 
themselves as in Byelorussian they only appear under stress. 

3. Two stresses in one-stem words signify that the word may be used with the either of 
these stresses.
